Your job is to find connections between to book your group is reading and the world outside the book. This means connecting the reading to your own life, to happenings at school or in your community, to similar events at other times and places, to other people or problems that you are reminded of. You might see connections between this book and other books, stories, movies, experience of others, etc. Some connections might link to place, some to conflict, some to characters, some to feelings, etc. A good connection will explain in detail (using a properly cited quote) WHAT you are connecting to in the novel and HOW you are connecting to it (also in detail, don’t use vague phrases like “some people” or “everyone”) and finally HOW that connection helps you understand the novel in a deeper way. Your should also use appropriate literary terms in your explanations. Second, after sharing connections you found, ask your group members to share any connections they noticed. Remember that the goal of every of every role is to help get, and keep, the group talking about the book.
