The Social Studies 11 Curriculum demands that students learn to write a position essay. For this assignment you are asked to write a 250-300 word essay on the topic below. 
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“To what extent did Canada’s involvement in the Cold War positively affect its social, political and economic relationship with the United States?”  


“To what extent did Canada contribute to world affairs during the period from 1945-2000.” You should discuss social, political and economic contributions.
1. START: Brainstorm/Research with peers and fill out the chart provided to find evidence in the text to support your viewpoint.

2. Decide on a thesis (the position you will take)

3.  You may use the information in the chart on the rear of this page to help you write an essay that proves your thesis. 

4. After you make a point, discuss how it proves your thesis. 

(For instance: Your thesis is Mrs. Fitton is mean. Your evidence is: she meows loudly. You must not have the evidence stand on its own. You must discuss how it proves that Mrs. Fitton is mean. For instance: Mrs. Fitton’s mean nature is revealed through her inappropriate actions. For instance, she meows loudly in the presence of hungry, caged Pitbulls in a malicious attempt to tease them for her own amusement.) [Remember the “SEX” formula. Statement, Evidence eXplain how evidence proves your thesis.] 

5. When you have proven your thesis, make a concluding statement. A conclusion re-states your thesis, briefly summarizes the points used to prove your thesis and then makes an insightful comment. 

Criteria:

* Your response must include reference to Social, Political and Economic effects.

* You must include at least one direct quotation from the textbook, and cite it.

* Have a clear thesis statement and clear topic sentences.

* Blueprint in your introduction the items that you will discuss.
* Use your evidence to make a logical conclusion.
* Use transition words between topics.

Example:

Over the course of the 20th Century, Canada and the United States have had turbulent interactions. Ultimately, however, Canada and the United States enjoy a positive relationship, economically, socially and politically, because of several key events that occurred throughout the period from 1945-1990.
