Government Unit: I Fought the Law and the Law Won
The Canadian Political System: The focus of the Government unit is to familiarize students with the Canadian Political System. In as active way as possible, we will learn the structure of the provincial, municipal and federal governments, how an election runs, the political spectrum, how a bill becomes a law and how you can influence your government. Make sure you dig up dirt on your classmates to be ready for a class election campaign!
History Unit: A Nation Forged In Blood…1900-2003

“Those who don't know history are destined to repeat it.” ~ Edmund Burke. The Social Studies 11 History unit will familiarize students with Canada’s intriguing past. The focus of the course is on Canada’s role on the world stage in the 20th century as well as the nation’s journey towards independence from Britain in 1982. 

20th Century + World War One (1914-1919)
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In this unit we learn how Canada became involved in the “War to end all wars” and proved itself as a force to be reckoned with. We will also explore how WW1 set the foundation for Canada’s independence from Britain. Get ready to simulate battles, try real trench rations and become diplomats at the Treaty of Versailles.
Flappers and Hooch: The 1920s! (1919-1929)

Get Ready to SHIMMY! In this unit we will explore the Winnipeg General Strike, prohibition, steps to independence and 

of course, everyday life in the 1920s! Put on your dancing shoes!
The Great Depression (1929-1939)
This unit will explore the aptly named Great Depression. We will learn why the depression happened, how politicians responded to it, how ordinary Canadians dealt with it and how it ended with the rise of European dictators. You will create a live action comic, write poems about prime ministers and create mnemonics to remember a plethora of political parties.
WAR (part 2) (1939-1945)
The “war to end all wars” was of course an ironic title, as it lead to the 2nd World War. Here we will learn about Canada’s contributions in Europe & the homefront. Students will choose topics & create presentations for the class to explore this unit
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The Cold War (1945-1991) and beyond…. (1990-present day


The end of World War Two ushered in 50 years of nuclear paranoia. In this unit we will learn to duck and cover, carpet bomb, and how Canada became known internationally as a peacekeeping middle power.   
SS10 - Geography & Global Issues Unit: Inconvenient Truths

This unit offers an introduction to human and environmental geography. Topics include: demographics, population studies & how human activity impacts the global environment. 
Population

What makes a poor country stuck in poverty? How are their lives different than ours? What can you do to help? This section of the course will help you understand why you won the lottery just by being born in Canada. 
Environment
This unit will cover the issues effecting our environment such as global warming, water quality and ozone depletion.
