This very dark purple wine is quite impressive. It opens with a very attractive black cherry bouquet. On the palate, this wine is medium bodied, very well balanced, and smooth as silk with an ironic finish as saucy as a New York waiter. The flavor profile is a delicious, mild black cherry with nicely infused gentle oak. The robust finish of the oak provides a peaty flavour which charcolizes the taste buds and offers a pleasing refreshment to any weary palate demanding to be pleased. The finish is dry and its moderate tannins are reminiscent of a mild summer’s evening in the French Riviera; indeed, the best place to enjoy a glass. The slight acidity is a result of a slightly desert climate and the soft-water irrigation system used on this varietal in Victoria, Australia. However, the oft noted delicate warmth of this reserve is like a tender hug from a long lost relative on a snow blown January eve. This elegant Chianti Classico Riserva is quite food friendly. I would serve it with veal parmigianna. Cheers!
